CALL FOR PAPERS








The intent of the Surgeon General’s 2010 Report, Oral Health in America, was to “alert Americans to the full meaning of oral health and its importance to general health and well-being.”  It identified multiple factors that affect access to oral health care, including socioeconomic influences, lack of transportation, presence of disability or chronic illness, lack of dental insurance, and personal factors such as lack of awareness about the importance of oral health. 
The Journal of the Georgia Public Health Association (jGPHA) announces a call for submissions on dental public health (DPH).  DPH has been defined as “the science and the art of preventing and controlling disease and promoting dental health through organized community efforts." The goal of the jGPHA issue on dental health is to highlight scientific research, community-based interventions, workforce issues, epidemiology of oral diseases, oral health disparities, oral health policy, oral health promotion, and program evaluation.
For the Winter 2017 issue, jGPHA seeks full manuscripts, brief reports, research protocols, and practice notes addressing (but not limited to) the following topics:
· Outreach and retention strategies to encourage people to receive oral health care

· Best practice interventions to improve oral health outcomes 

· Financing strategies that can sustain oral health-care programs 

· Strategies to improve efficiencies with which oral health-care services are provided 

· Integration of oral health care into primary health-care 
· Documenting of oral health status and needs of communities 

· Methods to overcome/address patient barriers to engagement and retention in oral health care, such as comorbidities including substance abuse and mental health 

· Strategies for improving training programs to educate providers about how to deliver quality treatment to patients 

· Educating patients on the importance of oral health care and self practices 

· Initiatives to promote continuous quality improvement activities specific to oral health
